First Time Operation
Battery installation

Follow the three steps presented below to access the 2 AAA Alkaline batteries  
and insert them (or remove the small protection sticker if the batteries are  
already installed).

RF initialization (only for RF version)

Move the slider from the “Off” position  to the “on” position

The green LED will flash for 10 seconds to indicate that the unit is trying  
to establish communication with the RF receiver unit. Please refer to the  
RF receiver installer and user guide. Once this has been done simply use  
the thermostat dial to set the required temperature.

Working mode
“On mode”

In this mode, the set temperature will be followed all the time.

Use the dial on the front on the thermostat unit to set the required room 
temperature. Once the room reaches this set temperature, the unit will switch off.

“Off mode” 

This mode corresponds to a frost protection. The unit will automatically switch on 
when the room temperature drops below 5ºC. The room will be maintained at this 
temperature until the unit is switch back on.
