All horizontal pipes should have
a minimum fall of 1:100

If a vertical run is needed,
this should be at the start
of the run (within 30cm of
the unit) and from the high
point there must be a
minimum fall of 1:100

Pipes entering the
Macerator should
have a gravity fall
of 1:33 (3.0%)

Where the pipework falls to a
floor lower for example, fit an air
admittance valve at the highest
point capable of withstanding
10psi pressure, or increase pipe
size coming down to 'break’
syphon.
